Books: Revelation, Daniel 7-12
Daniel - Daniel (620-538 BC) in Exile Era
Revelation - John (6-100 AD) in 95/96 AD

Symbol: The Tree
Marks a return to the Garden and all things new.

Interpretive Issues

Daniel
Historical Narrative, Prophecy, Apocalyptic

Revelation
Gospel, Epistle, Prophecy, Apocalyptic

Apocalypse
specific prophecy dealing with “the end times’
Greek apokalypsis - disclosure or unveiling

Symbols
stand in the place for something else
points to the REALITY BEHIND THE SYMBOL.

Take the symbol seriously but not necessarily
literally.

Approach as worshipers, not academics
